— Your child will already know many of these facts from the 2, 3, 5 and 10 times
tables.

Double and double again — Multiplying a number by 4 is the same as doubling and doubling again. Double 6 is 12
and double 12 is 24, so 6 x 4 = 24,

Buy one get three free — If your child knows one fact (e.g. 12 x 4 = 48), can they tell you the other three facts in
the same fact family?

Double the 4 times tables — Multiplying a number by 8 is the same as multiplying by 4 and doubling.

Buy one get three free — If your child knows one fact (e.g. 12 x 8 = 96), can they tell you the other three facts in
the same fact family?
